Waste Collection

As part of our ongoing commitment to
sustainability and environmental
responsibility, MER has taken a
significant step forward in waste
management. In line with thenew UK
recycling regulationghat came into
effect on31 March 2025, we are now
activelycollecting food waste from staff
rooms, the kitchen and food tech
separatelyfrom other types of rubbish.

What 6s Changed?

The UK Government introduced a new
0Si mpler Recyclingé
standardise recycling practices across
homes, schools, and workplaces. Under
these new rulesall schools in

Englandare now required to separate
their waste into specific categories,
including:

Food waste

Dry mixed recyclingglass, metal,
plastic, paper, and cardboard)

Residual (norrecyclable) waste

This means food waste cano longer
be placed in general binsoor mixed with
other recyclables. Instead, it must be
collected in adedicated food waste
container.

Why It Matters

Food waste is a major contributor to
landfill emissions. By separating it, we
can ensure it is properly composted or
processed into renewable energy,
rather than contributing to methane
emissions in landfills. This change not
only helps the environment but also
