• Students should show excellent punctuality to Tutor and Lessons   

• Students must be in full uniform, with their lanyard, every day

• Active participation in lessons must be visible and consistent, including in Core PE 

lessons. 

• Behaviour must be excellent both in lessons, around school and in the community at 

all times 

• Attendance is expected at coursework and revision sessions 

• Coursework deadlines must be met where applicable  

 

We encourage you to check how they are progressing by reviewing their  

Classcharts daily. Students who hope to attend should not be earning negative behaviour 

points, or detentions.  
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If a child’s right to attend is in jeopardy, concerns will be raised with you in advance. 

Should behaviours not improve, a final decision will then be made by the Headteacher.
